GENERAL PROVISIONS	The use of school facilities for purposes that serve the needs of the various 					community groups within the District is desirable and shall be encouraged 					when such use does not conflict with the regular instructional program. 





				School facilities shall not be  used for private gain or profit.





COMMUNITY CALAMITY	Use of  District facilities may be granted to any responsible organization or 					group by the Superintendent, the President of the Board or the Principal of the 					school for purposes of shelter, temporary hospitalization, use as a morgue, or 					center for distribution of clothing  or food when such need arises as a result of a 				              calamity such as conflagration, tornado,  hurricane, flood, or air raid.





PUBLIC INTEREST		Use of District facilities may be granted by the Board, the Superintendent, or 					the Principal of the school to public interest groups for the purpose of 						discussing problems or disseminating information for the general benefit of the 					citizenry of the District.





YOUTH GROUPS		Use of District facilities may be granted by the Board, the Superintendent, or 					the Principal of the school for use by youth groups such as Scouts and 4-H 					Clubs and for larger meetings if adult sponsors assume full responsibility for 					setting up proper precautions to prevent damage to or abuse of the property.





REQUESTS FOR USE		School activities, school-sponsored activities, and school-related activities, in 					that order, shall have priority use of school facilities, and shall not be charged 					rental fees.  Requests  from other groups shall be  granted on a first-come, first-					served basis.  Requests  for use shall be accepted only from adults who reside 					within the District.





				Applications for use of school buildings shall be made to the campus principal 					at least ten days prior to the date of the requested use and must be approved by 					the Principal and the Superintendent.





				The use  of the  athletic field must be approved by the Athletic Director and the 				               Superintendent.





				An application for use of any grounds, facilities, furniture, or equipment not 					covered by the foregoing must be approved by the Building Principal and the 					Superintendent.
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RENTAL FEES			Facilities fees shall be paid to the business office prior to the date of use.  A 					custodian shall be assigned to each building while it is in use, and a minimum 					of two hours of custodial time shall be charged to groups renting a school 					building.  This time and any custodial time required to clean the facility after 					its use, shall be charged at the hourly rate established annually by the District.





				The use of school kitchens and  cafeteria shall be approved by the Director of 					Food Service and the Superintendent.  An employee of the District must be 					present when a kitchen is used.  





				Fee schedules shall be established yearly by the Board.





LOCAL POLLING PLACES	Facilities fees shall not apply when school buildings are used as polling places 					for public elections, for precinct and county conventions, or for public meetings 				              sponsored by state or local government agencies.





NON-SCHOOL RELATED	The use of school facilities by non-school related organizations on a regular 


ORGANIZATIONS		basis shall be limited to one year, or until such time as the group acquires its 					own facilities.  If, at the end of one year, the organization has not made 					              alternative arrangements, a six-month extension may be granted upon 						submission of evidence that the group is actively seeking other facilities.  Under 				               no circumstances shall the regular use of school facilities by a non-school 					related organization extend beyond two years.





RELEASE OF LIABILITY	Organizations or individuals  using school facilities shall release the District 					from liability for personal injury and/or damages to personal property.  


				


				All groups using school facilities shall be responsible for the cost of damages 					incurred during their use.








REQUIRED CONDUCT		Organizations using school facilities shall:





				1.  Agree to conduct their business in an orderly manner.


				2.  Agree to abide by the laws prohibiting the use or sale of alcoholic beverages 


				     or narcotics on school property.


				3.  Agree to abide by laws which prohibit the use of tobacco in any form within 	


				     all school buildings and facilities of the District.


				4.  Make no alteration, temporary or permanent, to school property or grounds 					    without the prior written consent of the Board.
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
